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MEMORANDUM FOR Commander, South Pacific Division (CESPD-DE) 

SUBJECT: Implementation Guidance for Section 3029(a) ofthe Water Resources Development 
Act of 2007 (WRDA 2007) - Sacramento and American Rivers Flood Control, California 

1. Section 3029(a) ofWRDA 2007 modifies the project for flood control and recreation, 
Sacramento and American Rivers, California (Natomas Levee Features), authorized by section 
9159 of the Department of Defense Appropriations Act, 1993 (106 Stat. 1944). The Section 
3029(a) modification directs the Secretary to credit $20,503,000 to the Sacramento Area Flood 
Control Agency (SAFCA) for the non-reimbursed Federal share of costs incurred by the Agency 
in connection with the project, and to allocate the amount to be credited toward the non-Federal 
share of such projects as are requested by SAFCA. The reference to the non-reimbursed Federal 
share relates to the provision in Section 9159(b)(2) for reimbursement of the non-Federal 
sponsors for work performed consistent with the 1992 feasibility report "American River 
Watershed Investigation," including any reevaluations ofthe report in accordance with Section 
9159(a). A copy of Section 3029 and Section 9159 is enclosed. 

2. In order for a credit authorized in Section 9159, as modified by Section 3029(a), to be 
recognized, including any application of such credit towards an ongoing or future project 
identified by SAFCA, the Sacramento District Commander shall provide an accounting of the 
proposed credit, including a history of the work performed, amounts expended, amounts 
previously reimbursed or credited, amounts remaining to be credited, and project(s) identified by 
SAFCA for application of the credit, as well as a recommendation by the District Commander 
that the work items from which credit has accrued are eligible for credit. This document should 
account for the $20,503,000, including any portion that would otherwise be ineligible; and 
account for the work that warrants the application of the credit. The document should be 
submitted to HQUSACE for review and approval by the ASA(CW). Should the ASA(CW) 
affirm the credit amount and application based upon the District Commander's recommendation, 
the relevant Project Partnership Agreement (PP A) or PP A amendment should be modified and 
submitted to HQUSACE for further action. The approved credit documentation should 
accompany the supporting documentation for any PP A or PP A amendment( s) necessary to 
implement the above credit. The SPD-RIT will coordinate the necessary HQUSACE-level 
review and obtain approval of the PPA or PPA amendment by the ASA(CW).

3. An Amendment (Number 1) to the current Project Cooperation Agreement for the American 
and Sacramento Rivers (Folsom Modifications) project, was approved by the ASA(CW) on 31 
July 2009, which upon execution, implements Section 3029(b)(l) ofWRDA 2007. 
Implementation guidance for the remaining provisions of Section 3029 will be provided under 
separate cover.

SEC. 3029. SACRAMENTO AND AMERICAN RIVERS FLOOD CONTROL, 
CALIFORNIA. 

(a) NATOMAS LEVEE FEATURES.­

(1) IN GENERAL.-The project for flood control and recreation, Sacramento and American 
Rivers, California (Natomas Levee features), authorized by section 9159 ofthe Department of 
Defense Appropriations Act, 1993 (106 Stat. 1944), is modified to direct the Secretary to credit 
$20,503,000 to the Sacramento Area Flood Control Agency for the nonreimbursed Federal share 
of costs incurred by the Agency in connection with the project. 
(2) ALLOCATION OF CREDIT.-The Secretary shall allocate the amount to be credited 
pursuant to paragraph (1) toward the non-Federal share of such projects as are requested by the 
Sacramento Area Flood Control Agency. 

(b) JOINT FEDERAL PROJECT AT FOLSOM DAM.­

(1) IN GENERAL.-The project for flood control, American and Sacramento Rivers, California, 
authorized by section 101(a)(6)(A) of the Water Resources Development Act of 1999 (113 Stat. 
274) and modified by section 128 of the Energy and Water Development Appropriations Act, 
2006 (119 Stat. 2259), is modified to authorize the Secretary to construct the auxiliary spillway 
generally in accordance with the Post Authorization Change Report, American River Watershed 
Project (Folsom Dam Modification and Folsom Dam Raise Projects), dated March 2007, at a 
total cost of $683,000,000, with an estimated Federal cost of $444,000,000 and an estimated 
non-Federal cost of $239,000,000. 
(2) DAM SAFETY.-Nothing in this subsection limits the authority of the Secretary of the 
Interior to carry out dam safety activities in connection with the auxiliary spillway in accordance 
with the Bureau ofReclamation safety ofdams program. 
(3) TRANSFER OF FUNDS.­
(A) IN GENERAL.-The Secretary and the Secretary of the Interior are authorized to transfer 
between the Department of the Army and the Department of the Interior appropriated amounts 
and other available funds (including funds contributed by non-Federal interests) for the purpose 
of planning, design, and construction of the auxiliary spillway. 
(B) TERMS AND CONDITIONS.-Any transfer made pursuant to this subsection shall be 
subject to such terms and conditions as may be agreed on by the Secretary and the Secretary of 
the Interior.
